These supplies were distributed by Haitian Lions
and Leos to a hospital and orphanage.

LCIF partnered with the Lions of Sweden to provide 200 large tents to
house those who are now homeless as well as relief workers. Haitian
Lions have established three tent cities in Delmas, Blanchard and
Carrefour-Feuille, neighborhoods located in Port-au-Prince.

Each tent city can accommodate 300 families or 1,200 people. Lions are
focusing their immediate relief efforts to support and maintain these tent cities.
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Lions worldwide are supporting relief efforts by donating to the Haiti
Earthquake Relief fund.

A number of individual Lions have made significant contributions of
US$10,000 or more to demonstrate their commitment to helping rebuild
Haiti.
